The Distinguished Graduate Award was developed to recognize the humanitarian, professional, and philanthropic accomplishments of Mercy alumni, those who have demonstrated a commitment to the Mercy values of compassion, excellence, human dignity, justice, sacredness of life, and service.

The 2022 Distinguished Graduate Award was awarded to Samantha Lynn DiBlasi, 2011 graduate of Mercy College’s Associate of Science in Nursing program. Upon graduating from Mercy College, Samantha served as a registered nurse before she went on to receive her Bachelor of Science in Nursing from Grand Canyon State University, where she graduated Magna Cum Laude. In 2016, Samantha joined the United States Air Force as a Registered Nurse and Officer. She was deployed to Bagram, Afghanistan in 2016 and served on an OH-1 DMAT team, a federal medical response asset deployed to the site of a disaster to begin delivering care to those in need. Samantha has received credentials from the American Nurses Credentialing Center as a Board-Certified Advanced Practice Registered Nurse, Board-Certified Clinical Nurse Specialist, and Board-Certified Emergency Nurse. She went on to receive her Master of Science in Nursing from San Diego State University in 2021, where she again graduated with honors. Currently, Samantha serves as a Captain at Eglin Air Force Base in Florida, which is the largest Air Force base in the world. 

Samantha’s nominator writes, “Samantha has chosen a career to serve our country in the United States Air Force. She is a mentor and leader in the military medical community. She dedicates and volunteers her time to educate other nurses just like her former mentors did for her. Samantha frequently volunteers for missions to help those in need including a mission to support a community hospital that was struggling to meet COVID patient needs. She may no longer be in Toledo but shares what she learned in our community to help others.”
